@) Indigenous peoples and local communities are invited to submit information on the
implementation of the provisions of the Protocol related to traditional knowledge associated with genetic
resources held by indigenous peoples and local communities (paragraph 3);

(b) Parties, other Governments, indigenous peoples and local communities and stakeholders,
including ex situ collections, are invited to submit information, including practical experiences, if any, on
situations in which it is not possible to grant or obtain prior informed consent in relation to in situ or ex
situ genetic resources and associated traditional knowledge (paragraph 4); and

(c) Parties, other Governments, indigenous peoples and local communities and stakeholders
are invited to submit views on the way forward in relation to Article 10 (paragraph 5).

Parties, indigenous peoples and local communities and relevant stakeholders that have not yet
done so are invited to submit views and information as soon as possible, but no later than
15 January 2018. Submissions should be sent through an official letter addressed to the Executive
Secretary by e-mail to secretariat@chbd.int.

The submissions will be compiled for consideration by the second meeting of the Subsidiary Body
on Implementation and the third meeting of the Conference of the Parties serving as the meeting of the
Parties to the Nagoya Protocol.

Protocol.
