PROPOSALS FOR A COMPHREHENSIVE AND PARTICIPATORY PR OCESS FOR THE
PREPARATION OF THE POST 2020 GLOBAL BIODIVERSITY FR AMEWORK

l. BACKGROUND

1. While the current focus of activities under the @amtion on Biological Diversity is — and should
remain — promoting implementation of the StrateBlan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 and progress
towards the Aichi Biodiversity Targets, the fiftédenmeeting of the Conference of the Parties in 2820
expected to consider and adopt a the post 202@ighoddiversity framework, as a follow-up for thext
decade. This would be done in the context of tHE2@ision of the Strategic Plan for Biodiversityl20
2020 as well the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Deweént and other relevant international processes,
and in the light of an assessment of progress leding the Strategic Goals and Aichi Biodiversity
Targets of the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2@0P0 as well as of future scenarios of change.

2. The thirteenth meeting of the Conference of theti®arequested the Executive Secretary to
prepare, in consultation with the Bureau and forsideration by the Subsidiary Body on Implementatio
(SBI) at its second meeting, a proposal for a cefmgnsive and participatory preparatory process and
timetable for the follow-up to the Strategic Plan Biodiversity 2011-2020 taking into consideratibat

this work must cover the Convention on Biologicavébsity and also consider its Protocols (decision
XI/1, para. 34). As a first step in this process,notification was issued inviting Parties, other
Governments, relevant organizations and indigepeogles and local communities to provide comments
and inputs on the process for developing the p6202lobal biodiversity framework. In particular,
Parties and observers were encouraged to propes#ispvays to ensure full engagement of various
stakeholders and sectors in the development ofsttategic plan as well as to suggest options for
fostering commitments and strengthened implememtaBy 6 November 2017 responses were received
from 5 Parties and 15 organisations and one indaAd

3. The present note has been prepared by the Exe@&sdietary to provide the Subsidiary Body on
Implementation with proposals concerning the predes the development of a follow to the Strategic
Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020. It draws on thémissions received in response to the notification
noted above as well as experiences in developiagSthategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 in the
lead-up to the tenth meeting of the ConferencénefRarties. It also draws on an earlier note pesptr
facilitate the submission of comments in respongbe notification noted above

4. Section Il of this note reviews the process thdttte the development of the Strategic Plan for
Biodiversity 2011-2020 and section Ill reviews thr@cess that led to the development of the Strateqi
Plan for the Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety 200202 Section IV reviews the mandate provided by
relevant decisions of the Conference of the Par8estion V considers other relevant issues.

II. THE STRATEGIC PLAN FOR BIODIVERSITY 2011-2020 A ND ITS PREPARATORY
PROCESS

5. The tenth meeting of the Conference of the Paitie2010 adopted the Strategic Plan for
Biodiversity 2011-2020, including a Vision for 20%Mhd a mission for 2020. The Plan provides an
overarching framework for action on biodiversityiricludes twenty Aichi Biodiversity Targets, magstl
for 2020, organized under five Strategic Goalsti€ato the Convention agreed to translate the itan
revised and updated national biodiversity strategied action plans and to develop national anednedi
targets, using the Strategic Plan and its AichdBiersity Targets, as a flexible framework, in aczmce
with national priorities and capacities with a vievcontributing to collective global efforts tocah the
global targets. The Plan also identified supportimaisms related to capacity building, the clearing
house mechanisms and technology transfer, finanegaburces, partnerships and initiatives for
cooperation, and research, monitoring and assessnelevant to its implementation.

6. The Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 haserb endorsed or supported by other
conventions and the United Nations General Assendnlg accordingly provides a universal framework
for action on biodiversity.

7. The Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 intda a target on Access and Benefit-sharing
and specifically references the Nagoya Protocok Tlonference of the Parties and the Meeting of the
Parties to the Cartagena Protocol decided at time si@ne that biosafety would be covered by a separa
plan (see below). 2020 will provide an opportun@ydevelop an integrated framework that appliethéo
Convention and both Protocols and that can servea dsamework for other biodiversity-related
Conventions and processes.

8. Similarly in decision X/17 the Conference of thertles updated the Global Strategy for Plant
Conservation for the next decade and decided teupuit as part of the broader framework of the
Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020.

9. The 2050 Vision of the Strategic Plan for Biodivigr2011-2020 remains relevant for the post
2020 global biodiversity framework. The five go#ilghich are broad and not necessarily time-limited)
may also remain relevant. On the other hand the-bound Aichi Biodiversity Targets will need to be
updated and/or replaced.

10. The major steps in developing the Strategic PlaBfodiversity 2011-2020 were:

a. A decision by the Conference of the Parties aniitth meeting in 2008 (decision 1X/9)
which provided guidance on the content for the rgan and on the steps to be
undertaken in preparing it, with an indicative ttatgle involving refinement of proposals
through various iterations.

b. Submission of views by Parties and observers, duetuscientific and academic bodies,
indigenous and local communities and stakeholderspreparing their submissions
Parties and observers were encouraged to faciliiategue among different sectors of
government and society

11. The preparatory process for developing the Stratdgjan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 is
summarized in the consultation note prepared bySteretariat at that tinteAs part of that preparatory
process a range of documents and resources weparpde These include reports from workshops,
submissions of views from Parties and observesylte from high level meetings, as well as earlier
drafts of the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 202020 and related discussion documents. Many of the
issues identified in these documents and resouaasain relevant and provide useful information in
developing the post 2020 global biodiversity framew Further information on these resources is
available at the website for the Strategic PlarBiodiversity 2011-2020.

12. As part of the preparatory process for the Strat®gmn for Biodiversity 2011-2020, a synthesis
and analysis of inputs from Parties and otherspregared (UNEP/CBD/SP/PREP/1/Rev.1). Many of the
considerations raised in this process may stitiebevant.

[ll. THE STRATEGIC PLAN FOR THE CARTAGENA PROTOCOL ON BIOSAFETY 2011-

2020 AND ITS PREPARATORY PROCESS

13. At its fifth meeting, in decision BS-V/16, the Cenénce of the Parties serving as the meeting of
the Parties to the Cartagena Protocol on Biosaéetypted the Strategic Plan and the multi-year
programme of work, on the basis of the submissirm Parties, the analysis of the first nationalargs,

the successive decisions taken by the Conferentteed?arties serving as the meeting of the Padidse
Protocol at its last four meetings, and throughegaindiscussions and comments received from Parties
other Governments and stakeholders. The Stratdgit &so takes into account the experience gained
through the development, implementation and remisié the Strategic Plan of the Convention on
Biological Diversity.

16. In accordance with paragraph 34 of decision Xlltle Executive Secretary is requested to
prepare, in consultation with the Bureau and forsideration by the Subsidiary Body on Implementatio
at its second meeting, a proposal for a compreberesid participatory process and timetable for the
follow-up to the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity232020. The proposal should:

meeting (Decision XIII/29).

Biodiversity 2011-2020 and any follow-up to thisaségic plan (Decision Xll1/24).

IV. OTHER CONSIDERATIONS

18. The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development andtistainable Development Goals provide
an important enabling framework for the implemantatof the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-
2020, the Strategic Plan for the Cartagena Protmediosafety 2011-2020 and for the post 2020 dloba
biodiversity framework. The Sustainable Developnf@ntls and related targets comprise an “integrated
and indivisible” set and more than half of the &sgare cross-cutting, linking different goals. Blorer
virtually all of the elements of the Aichi Biodiwgty Targets are reflected among the goals aneétsuaf

the framework, including two Goals (Goals 14 andl fofgused on biodiversity, and many other Goals
that include targets related to biodiversity. TB8@ Agenda will be particularly relevant as thet[®a20
global biodiversity framework is being developeddenthe Convention for the decade 2021-2030
Further many of the targets in the 2030 AgendaSiastainable Development that are derived from the
Aichi targets, have a target date of 2020 and nesgrio be updated in the light of the follow-uprpla

19. Other relevant agreements for the post 2020 glblmaiversity framework include the Sendai
Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030p&ekb under the United Nations Office for Disaster
Risk Reduction, the Paris Climate Agreement untler Wnited Nations Framework Convention on
Climate Change, and the Land Degradation Neutr&ldgl adopted under the United Nations Convention
to Combat Desertification, as well as key stratelgigendas adopted by other biodiversity-related
conventions such as the Strategic Plan for Migyapecies 2015-2023, the Fourth Ramsar Strategic
Plan 2016-2024 and the CITES Strategic Vision: 2P030. Further the fourth session of the
International Conference on Chemicals Managemehtough its resolution 1V/4, initiated an
intersessional process to prepare recommendatiegerding the Strategic Approach and the sound
management of chemicals and waste beyond 2020aAspthe discussions surrounding this issue the
Aichi Biodiversity Targets were noted as a potdiytiaseful model and therefore there may be possibl
opportunities for aligning this process with thes{p@020 global biodiversity framework

20. As noted above, the 2050 Vision of the StrateganPLiving in harmony with nature” where
“By 2050, biodiversity is valued, conserved, restband wisely used, maintaining ecosystem services,
sustaining a healthy planet and delivering benefitsential for all people” will remain relevant fire
Convention and its Protocols after 2020. Work atfthurteenth meeting of the Conference of the &arti
on the “long-term strategic directions to the 2888ion for biodiversity” could help translate t2950
Vision into more tangible terms, and thus help guidr example, the setting of targets for 203@olild

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be informed by views from Parties and observemsealsas scientific analysis, including through tse
of models and scenarios, of global trends.

21. Ongoing work to strengthen both implementation suppnechanisms (resource mobilization,
technical and scientific cooperation, capacity diini) for national biodiversity strategies and actians,
etc.) and review of implementation (biodiversity mioring and indicators, national reporting, reviefv
implementation by Parties) of the Convention asdFtotocols will also be relevant for the post 2020
global biodiversity framework, not just in the cexit of the Convention on Biological Diversity and i
Protocols but also in support of all biodiversigfated conventions and processes.

22. There may be useful lessons from the experienceeruticte United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change in developing thesPAagreement including with respect to inviting, in
advance of the final agreement, commitments fronrtigza (“interim nationally determined
contributions”), in developing mechanisms for enteah multilateral review and transparency, and in
securing high-level political engagement.

V. VIEWS OF PARTIES, OTHER GOVERNMENTS, INDIGENOUS PEOPLES AND LOCAL
COMMUNITIES AND RELEVANT ORGANIZATIONS

23. The submissions received in response to the natiific noted above addressed a range of issues
related to the process for developing the post 2@0al biodiversity framework as well as its pbési
scope and content. Generally, the submissionsvegtg@iresented consistent views with no major awstlie
Further while most submissions provided generaénlaions several provided specific text suggestion
for elements of the post 2020 global biodiversignfework.

24, The submissions received were generally positivethieir view of the Strategic Plan for
Biodiversity 2011-2020 and the role it has playedgalvanizing action and raising awareness. Many
submissions noted that the post 2020 global bissiitye framework should continue to serve as a
framework for universal action on biodiversity. thar many of the submissions noted that the 2050
Vision of the Strategic Plan remains relevant asndet of the issues addressed by the Aichi Biodityer
Targets. A general view expressed is that the &fi@tPlan for Biodiversity should server as a farin
“baseline” and that the post 2020 global bioditgréiamework should not be less ambitious than the
current plan. Similarly some felt that the AichioBiversity Targets should be used as a startingt ffoi
negotiating the post 2020 global biodiversity fravnek and that changes to these should be kept to a
minimum. However many submissions identified issnescurrently covered by the Aichi Biodiversity
Targets, such as gender and cultural diversityghatld be included in the post 2020 global bioxdiirg
framework. Additional proposed modifications inchatd enhancing the scientific basis for targets,
including changes to make the targets easier tesassnd changes to better address issues retated t
indigenous people and local communities. Furthemes submissions noted the need to ensure that the
post 2020 global biodiversity framework compreheelsi addresses the Protocols in order to improege th
integration and coordinated governance, implemiemtateview, and financing of the Convention ard it
Protocols.

25. With regards to process, submissions were consisténeir call for an inclusive, transparent and
clear process for the development of the post 2§iabal biodiversity framework. Most submissions
noted the need for meaningful engagement of Paitidigenous peoples and local communities, UN and
other intergovernmental organizations (includinge tiRio Conventions, the biodiversity-related
multilateral environmental agreements, IPBES, UNEIRIDP, GEF and FAO, among others), non-
governmental organizations, the business commufaiity) groups, youth and other stakeholders. Tools
identified in the submissions to help foster thig@gement included the use on online consultations,
surveys, the ability to comment on the post 202bal biodiversity framework at various stages ef it
development, and providing regular updates on psxrit was also noted that the identification of
biodiversity champions or ambassadors could helpprimmote the post 2020 global biodiversity
framework at various levels.
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26. Generally it was felt that the development of tleet2020 global biodiversity framework should
be an iterative process which allows for interegpemlips, including experts on matters related ¢ottbo
Protocols, to provide comments and input at varstages. Submissions noted that one of the strength
of the process for developing the Strategic PlanBiodiversity 2011-2020 was its inclusiveness and
transparency and that for the process for the 2@20 global biodiversity framework this should helt

on and further enhanced.

27. The importance of aligning the post 2020 globabbiersity framework with other international
frameworks was highlighted in many submissions.phlrticular most submissions noted the high
relevance of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Dewaémt and that the post 2020 global biodiversity
framework should be fully aligned with it. In addit the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development
should be seen as enhancing the enabling envirdrimethe post 2020 global biodiversity framework.
Similarly it was noted that aligning the post 20f0bal biodiversity framework with the 2030 Agenda
will help to avoid the isolation of biodiversitydim other global social and economic goals and allow
biodiversity to be better mainstreamed. Some ospecific issues highlighted in the 2030 Agenda that
were noted as being relevant were peace and fanditge It was also felt that, if the 2030 Agendada
the post 2020 global biodiversity framework wergrapriately aligned, there could be synergies lioth
terms of implementation and reporting on progress.

28. Some submissions noted that the strategic plawshefr multilateral environmental agreements
were also relevant to the post 2020 global bioditaeframework. The Liaison Group of Biodiversity-
related Conventions was noted as a possible aenfierther advancing the alignment of the respecti
strategic plans among these various processes.

29. Many of the submissions noted the need to ensatgtst 2020 global biodiversity framework is
evidence based and makes use of all availablentdon. It should build on the sixth national reor
and the fifth edition of the Global Biodiversity @uok, the deliverables of the Intergovernmental
science-policy Platform on Biodiversity and EcosystServices as well as the sixth Global Environment
Outlook. Reports by biodiversity-related multilater agreements and other governmental and
nongovernmental organizations on their contributmthe achievement of the Aichi Biodiversity Tage
were also noted as being important inputs.

30. Generally it was noted that though the developmainthe post 2020 global biodiversity
framework is a political and aspirational procdbgre is value in the process being informed by and
taking account of relevant scientific understandiatating to targets and target setting, includihg
understanding of the implications of not reachirgtipular targets, and the use of models to explore
potential impacts of different scenarios. Furthewas noted in some submissions that the post 2020
global biodiversity framework should take into agabnatural or biophysical and social sciencese@iv
the view that the post 2020 global biodiversitymieavork should be strongly rooted in science, one
submission noted that SBSTTA should have a rolpraviding advice on the evidence base for a post
2020 global biodiversity framework biodiversity.

31. It was noted in several submissions that the deweémt of the post 2020 global biodiversity
framework should be based on the lessons learmed fhe implementation of the Strategic Plan for
Biodiversity 2011-2020 as well as be informed byediew of the national biodiversity strategies and
action plans, information on the effectivenessaifoms taken by Parties to implement the StratB{gn

as well as be informed by scientific evidence.

32. Many of the submissions highlighted the importaotenaking use of various meetings between
now and 2020 to discuss issues related to the 220 global biodiversity framework. Among the
meetings identified were those of the High LevelitRal Forum on Sustainable Development, the UN
Environment Assembly, the Subsidiary Bodies of @mvention, and relevant workshops, conferences
and symposiums. Some also felt that the Secretafriie Convention on Biological Diversity should
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develop and maintain a calendar of relevant evahisre the post 2020 global biodiversity framework
could be discussed between now and 2020.

33. A number of submissions identified the need toldistia national processes to facilitate national
dialogue and input. The information derived froragé national dialogues would help to build awarenes
and ownership of the post 2020 global biodiverfigmework at the national level as well as provide
useful information to countries in developing thewsitions on the scope and focus of the future
framework. In addition several submissions notesl ieed to take steps to encourage better national
implementation of the post 2020 global biodiversigmework and that the framework should be linked
to capacity building and resource mobilizationteigées and other means of implementation.

34. One issue which was noted in several submissiosshreaneed for an effective review process in
the post 2020 global biodiversity framework. Vagomeans of reflecting this type of process in the
framework were noted. Some submissions noted thelmilestones as a means of gauging progress in
implementation, encouraging the enhanced use afiegitools and mechanisms across biodiversity-
related conventions, including systems for repgttimdicators and information sharing, the national
reports and the national biodiversity strategies ation plans. It was also noted that the initiainds of
Voluntary National Reviews (VNRs) considered by tHmh Level Political Forum on Sustainable
Development could provide useful lessons for aewuvinechanism. It was further noted that the review
mechanisms under the United Nations Framework Qaiore on Climate Change may also be a useful
approach.

35. A further issue identified in the submissions wae possible development of national voluntary
commitments related to biodiversity. Several of #habmissions noted that developing a process
analogous to the Nationally Determined Contributi@dDC) process under the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change could béulseinforming the negotiations surrounding the
post 2020 global biodiversity framework for biodisity as well as in building ownership and
implementation of it.

and collaboration for implementation without infjfing on national sovereignty. However concerns were
also expressed that national biodiversity commitmemay merely become a compilation of the national
biodiversity strategy and action plans of Partiéheut global targets.

transparent manner, views from Parties and otHernration on the focus and scope of the post 2020
global biodiversity framework.

37. A further issue that the Subsidiary Body on Implataon may wish to consider concerns the
time lags between the anticipated adoption of tlst 2020 global biodiversity framework for
biodiversity and the reflection of the post 2020kgll biodiversity framework in national biodivessit
targets. 69 Parties had submitted an NBSAP thag¢ wezpared or revised/updated after the adoption of
the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 by.20In light of this, in decision XIll/1, the Confnce

of the Parties noted with concern that Aichi BiaBity Target 17 was not met by the target da20ab

and urged Parties to pursue efforts to achieva ibrder to avoid a similar lag between the adaptd

the post 2020 global biodiversity framework and tsablishment of national commitments and/or
targets the Subsidiary Body on Implementation mahwo consider recommending that the Conference
of the Parties, in line with a number of submissjomvite Parties and other governments to begin
considering their national commitments in advanéehe formal adoption of the post 2020 global
biodiversity framework. These could be consideasgreliminary (or “interim”) commitments, pending
the adoption of the post 2020 global biodiversigniework. The process of developing the preliminary
commitments could also help to build national owhgr for such commitments and for the post 2020
global biodiversity framework, and also help toueel the lag period between adoption of the framkwor
and its national implementation. A summit meetiaigthe level of heads of state of government, gaor
COP-15 in 2020, could further help to galvanisetjgal support for such commitments and the post
2020 global biodiversity framework.

Overarching Principles

38. In the submissions from Parties and observers ralbede there was a general recognition that
the process that was followed to develop the Sjatelan for Biodiversity 2011-2020 was effectiveda
led to desirable outcomes. In light of this mangraissions noted that the plan for the developmetiten
post 2020 global biodiversity framework should kesdxd on what was done previously and further
enhanced.

39. Decision XllI/1 sets out a number of issues or @pals which need to be reflected in the plan for
the development of the post 2020 global biodivefsamework. Further principles were identifiedtire
submissions which have been received. These pl&scigrovide overarching guidance to the process and
include:

a. Participatory — The process for developing the post 2020 glblmliversity framework
should enable the meaningful participation of dlbste who desire to engage in the
process. This should include the ability to paptite in relevant workshops and
consultations, participation in relevant formal tivegs as well as the ability to provide
feedback and comments on any discussion and dffic@uments which are prepared.

b. Inclusive — The process for developing the post 2020 glddiadliversity framework
should encourage all relevant groups, includingeetspon matters related to the two
Protocols, to provide their views. This includegtiea, other governments, indigenous
peoples and local communities, UN organizationsn-governmental organizations,
youth, the private sector, the scientific commungtyademia and other stakeholders. The
process should also be gender sensitive. Effodsildibe made to solicit views from a
wide range of perspectives, going beyond thosatimadlly involved in the work of the
Convention.
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c. Comprehensive — The process for developing the post 2020 gldiialiversity
framework should enable feedback on all issuevaaleto the work of the Convention
and its Protocols. It should also make use of @diilable information (see the section
below for further information on possible sourcdsnformation). It should also make
use of other relevant international frameworks hsag the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development and other relevant strategies and p&dwpted by the international
community.

d. Science/Evidence based The post 2020 global biodiversity framework dddee based
on science as well as on the experiences to dateplementing the Convention on
Biological Diversity and its Protocols. This is essal in ensuring that the framework
effectively responds to current biodiversity chafles and strikes an appropriate balance
between the post 2020 global biodiversity frameveldwvel of ambition and realism.

e. Transparent — The process for developing the post 2020 glbadiversity framework
should be clearly documented and regular updatgeagfress should be made to the
Bureau of the Conference of the Parties, through @onvention’s clearing house
mechanism and to meetings of subsidiary bodies $0 better allow interested groups to
participate in the development of the post 202bgldiodiversity framework.

f. lterative — The post 2020 global biodiversity framework dbobe developed in an
iterative manner. There should be ample opportunitythose interested to comment on
relevant documentation and/or to participate irvaht consultations. Such an iterative
process will help to build consensus on the scopk facus of the post 2020 global
biodiversity framework as well as to build ownesfor it.

Activities
40. The process for developing the post 2020 globaibésity framework will need to be flexible
in order to take advantage of opportunities whigkeathroughout the intersessional period as wsetioa

make the best use of resources. However basic Btenoé the preparatory process, building on the
experience of developing the Strategic Plan fodBiersity 2011-2020, will include:

a. Providing opportunities for Parties to the Conventbn and its Protocols, indigenous
peoples and local communities and stakeholders taulamit their views - It is
envisioned that throughout the process of devefpfie post 2020 global biodiversity
framework there will be multiple opportunities for views toe bprovided. These
opportunities will include the submission of comrseron working documents,
submissions through online forums, questionnaireswall as well interventions in
relevant workshops and meetings;

b. Regional and global workshops- It is envisioned that a series of regional atuba
workshops will be organized. These workshops wilbva for regional and global
consultations as well as the sharing of experientiesse workshops would be informal
and be open to Parties, indigenous peoples antldooamunities and stakeholders. An
adequate level of participation of experts with engnce in matters related to the two
Protocols would be actively promoted.

c. Consultations at relevant meetings -Between the fourteenth and fifteenth meetings of
the Conference of the Parties to the ConventioBiological Diversity various meetings
will be convened by other biodiversity-related centrons, Rio Conventions and other
relevant processes. These meetings represent oppies for the Secretariat of the
Convention on Biological Diversity to undertake sohations and to raise awareness of
the process for developing the post 2020 globatib@rsity framework. They also
represent opportunities to receive information freeators on how the framework could
facilitate the mainstreaming of biodiversity. Sgieciactions could include making
interventions in formal processes and organizidg svents. An indicative list of some
of these meetings is included in figure 2 and ®Bland 4 in the annex to this document.
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d. An outreach effort to engage public inputs to the pcess The Secretariat will work
with partner organizations to undertake commurocatctivities concerning the post
2020 global biodiversity framework with a view taabling inputs from various
perspectives and to mobilize engagement in thdtmegudramework. Parties will also be
encouraged to facilitate corresponding effortsaditomal level.

e. Encouraging and supporting the organization of meébgs by third parties — The
Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversiill promote the convening of
workshops, expert meetings, and other inputs organiby Parties, partners and
stakeholders.

f. Encouraging and supporting the organization of higHevel meetings -Such meetings
help to foster political support for the developmehthe post 2020 global biodiversity
framework. Examples of these meetings include tirec@n Biodiversity summit being
proposed by Egypt in its capacity as host for ffieehth meeting of the Conference of
the Parties as well as a possible summit on biosityeconvened in 2020, most likely
during the United Nations General Assembly.

g. Formal consideration by the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical dan
Technological Advice, the Working Group on Artid¢j) and the Subsidiary Body on
Implementation, prior to submission to the fiftdembeeting of the Conference of the
Parties;

41. Based on the information generated from the elesrandve the Secretariat of the Convention on
Biological Diversity will prepare and update dissias documents which will serve to summarize views
and guide further discussion and review by Paaies observers. These discussions documents will be
developed on an iterative basis and eventuallyredte foundation for the documents to be consillere
formally by SBSTTA, WG8J and SBI and ultimately the fifteenth meeting of the Conference of the
Parties and meetings of the Parties to the twaPotg. In the annex to this note an indicative nbtogy

of events leading to the consideration of a po&02§lobal biodiversity framework by the COP and the
meetings of the Parties to the Protocols is preskint table 1 and figure 1 and an indicative budget
these is presented in table 2.

42. In the above activities, and specifically with redgmto the engagement of Parties, it will be
important to ensure the widest possible engageriéith. the Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020
most of the input came from national focal poimtshte Convention on Biological Diversity. For thesp
2020 global biodiversity framework, given the dediv have a closer alignment between the Convention
and the Protocols, Parties may wish to promoténdavement of all relevant focal points.

2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development in progdin enabling environment for the post 2020 global
biodiversity framework; lessons learned from theplementation of the Convention and the Strategic
Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020; lessons from thaplementation of strategic plans of related
conventions and processes that were aligned witfstrategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020; polesib
reasons for the varying levels of progress tow#ndsAichi Biodiversity Targets; possible ways inigih
action under the Convention could leverage thesfamational change required to achieve the 2050
Vision for Biodiversity and thereby also contribute the implementation of the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development. The discussion documentddwalso address any implications for needs
associated with capacity building beyond 2020, ues® mobilization, monitoring and reviewing
implementation, promoting gender equality, enhanmciooherence and cooperation among the
biodiversity-related conventions, the alignment raftional reporting under the Convention and its
Protocols and options for enhancing synergy ononati reporting among the biodiversity-related
conventions and Rio conventions.

Oversight and transparency

44. The progress in implementing the preparatory pmdes the updated strategic plan will be
overseen by the Bureau of the Conference of thiéeBaA specific section of the Convention’'s welbpag
will be dedicated to the preparatory process agdlaely updated. Further progress reports will aden
available to relevant meetings of the Conventianubsidiary bodies. All of the documents prepared as
part of the development of the post 2020 globatliviersity framework will be made available for rewi

and comment. Further, prior to the post 2020 gldiiaediversity framework being presented to the
fifteenth meeting of the Conference of the Partiepossible adoption, it will be reviewed by SBSNT
and SBI.
